I rode around that parking lot 

for about three months.   We got to know all the security guards there.   Round and round I rode, 

venturing further and further each time.   

I purchased some videos, for further instruction.   Jerry òMotormanó Palladino, the motorcycle 

cop from Florida has a great òRide Like a Proó series of DVDs.  I purchased and watched sev-

eral of them.   In one of the videos he was showing how to make sharp turns in close quar-

ters.   The next Sunday I tried one of the maneuvers I saw on the video, and down I went.   One 

thing I have learned is momentum is your friend.   Going down a straight road at high speeds is 

easy.  In close quarters at slower speeds things get much more interesting.   

I practiced and practiced and soon it was time to go out with a group.   I went on a New Riders 

Orientation ride.   New riders get a chance to practice their skills, hand signals, etc. on a simple 

ride with friends.   It was great.   After riding with a group for a while, we went on a ride up to 

Prescott via Wickenburg, the back way.   We were with a large group, so we broke up into two 

smaller groups.   I went with the first group.   The leader of that group said they were going to 

take it easy. Those winding roads up to Prescott are not for amateurs!   At one point I thought I 

was going to go off the road, and suddenly my instructors words came into my head:   òIf you 

want to go left lean left, if you want to go right lean rightó.  I leaned left quickly and stayed on 

the road.   One word of advice, go up to Prescott on your own without a group first, before you 

try it with a group.   As I slowed down, I was at the back of the first group.   Next thing I knew, I 

was riding at the front of the second group.   Hope I didnõt slow them down too much.  I was just 

happy I lived!  

In August of 2008 we rode our Harleys to Milwaukee for the 105 th  Harley Davidson anniver-

sary.   I am from Milwaukee and have a sister there we could stay with.   They called it òthe ride 

homeó and for me it really was.  We used Harleyõs Ride Planner and had our mileage per day  



 

calculated and hotel reservations made along the way.   Everything was great until we were rid-

ing through New Mexico, just 50 miles from our first motel reservation.   We had just been 

through all kinds of road construction during rush hour traffic in Albuquerque.   There was de-

bris on the road everywhere.   We stopped for gas and thatõs when I saw Markõs flat tire.  We 

called Roadside Assistance and had to be towed back to, yes, Albuquerque.   I called ahead and 

of course, since it was Saturday at 4:30 the dealership was about to close.   We called a cab, 

unloaded all our gear, and locked the bikes together.   Neither of us slept too well, and we were 

back at the dealership at 6AM.   Sunday morning, we were very happy the dealershipõs service 

department opened at 10AM that day.   There were a total of three bikes there with flats.   We 

were back on the road by 1PM.   We rode until 11:30PM that night before we got a motel, but it 

was not the one we reserved, since we were still running behind our planned ride.   By the third 

day, we were back on schedule and able to stay in our reserved room with Jacuzzi.   Riding back 

home from Milwaukee included two days of rain, so I feel I gained a lot of skill on that trip with 

the different types of roads, traffic conditions, and weather.  

 

Now that I am a little more experienced, I feel qualified to talk to other women riders.   One 

mistake I have seen is when the husband buys a new bike and wants to give the old one to the 

wife.   Ladies, get a bike that you feel comfortable on!   Unless you are the same height, weight, 

and strength, as your husband, or he has the bike altered for you; tell him to trade in his old 

bike for one that fits you!   Go to a showroom and talk to a salesman that understands women, 

talks to women, and likes to work with women.   I once walked into a dealership with my hus-

band.  We told the salesman we were looking for a bike for me.   The salesman kept talking to 

my husband instead of me.   My husband eventually walked away and the salesman did not 

know what to do.   Needless to say, I did not buy a bike that day.   

When talking about my experiences riding, I always talk about how it is like a fear -fun meter, 

with fear on the left and fun on the right.   When you start out it is mostly fear, but gradually 

over time it goes more and more over to the fun side.   Letõs face it; riding a motorcycle is dan-

gerous even for the most experienced rider.   It is those people in cages we need to watch out 

for.   However, it does become more and more fun as time goes on.   I love it and I encourage 

other women riders to move from the back seat to the front seat.   Whether you are in the front 

seat or back seat, my goal as LOH officer is to get more women riders involved in the chapter.

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Welcome new charter chapter members to our first newsletter and my first Historian's article.  I'll be 
writing about the history of our HOG 2376 chapter, our sponsor Anthem H-D, the Harleys Owner 
Group (HOG) and Harley-Davidson (H-D) past and present.  As your historian, I'll endeavor to be as 
factual as possible and plagiarize at every opportunity. 

 1901: William S.  Harley designs a 116cc engine for use in a bicycle frame. 

1903: First H-D motorcycle constructed.  "The Motor Company" is official. 

1907: A new H-D motorcycle with tools, tool holder and tire repair kit cost $210.  A blue collar 
worker earned around 22 cents an hour giving him an average annual income of $400. 

1973: First AMF emblems on H-D motorcycles.  William H.  Davidson resigns after clashes with the 
AMF management. 

1981: A group of 13 investors, including Willie G.  Davidson, buy H-D from AMF for 80 million dollars 
and "The Eagle Soars Alone".  

February 2nd, 2008: Buddy Stubbs breaks ground for a new motorcycle dealership along I-17 on the 
north side of Phoenix in an area called Anthem. 

November 10th, 2008: Anthem H-D officially opened its doors for business. 

 

With the highest unemployment in twenty-six years, motorcycle sales down and dealerships closing, 
the Anthem dealership is prospering.  It is not a huge superstore like many new dealerships of the 
past few years.  Once inside you can see the kinship to the other Buddy Stubbs dealership in Phoe-
nix.  Anthem has a warm, homey feeling of a motorcycle dealership of thirty or forty years ago.  I re-
member going into the small Triumph, BSA, Norton and H-D shops when I was growing up.  They 
were small, usually not much bigger than a Circle K store and most of their motorcycles on display 
were trade-ins.  There were a few new ones on display but usually dealers could not afford a big 
floor plan of new products.  If you wanted something special, it had to be ordered.  I bought my first 
motorcycle (used) in 1967 at a small Triumph motorcycle shop in Ohio.  Only 19 years old I was 
treated just as well as the regulars who had been customers for years.  Unfortunately the shop 
closed not long after Triumph and BSA ceased production.  That was the place I bought my first mo-
torcycle and I still have many fond memories of the experience. 

 

One of the pleasures I have going into either of the Buddy Stubbs dealerships is looking at all the 
old poster-size pictures of the Stubbs family.  Wow! They bring back so many memories of my youth 
and what motorcycling was like back then.  Whether it's your first time in the store or your hun-
dredth, these pictures share some of the Stubbs family history with H-D motorcycles as the focal 
point.  Buddy's museum in Phoenix, the museum in Sturgis, SD, and the magnificent H-D Museum 
in Milwaukee to name a few show our love for the motorcycle lifestyle.  No other motorcycle brand 
has a history so rich and varied as H-D.  Mystical...  legendary...  good...  and bad, there is only one 
H-D.  It is amazing how a motorized bicycle has developed into an object of desire that has so capti-
vated our lives.  My life changed the moment I rode on the back of a Cushman Eagle scooter when I 
was eight years old.  A motorcycle is not merely transportation, it's also entertainment. 

Anthem H-D, bright, shiny and modern as it is, reminds me of my youth.  It has some of the feel of a 
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neighborhood corner bar, something like "Cheers".  When I walk into the dealership I know most of 
the employees.  They are friends.  They share the same love for motorcycling.  It is not just a 
store.  It's a comfortable place to visit whether I'm buying something for my Harley or myself or I'm 
just out for a little ride and stop by for a cup of coffee and company. 

Now it is time to formally get some local Harley enthusiasts together. 

 

 1916:  H-D begins publication of Enthusiast magazine as a source of information about products 
and events for Harley lovers. 

1983:  H-D establishes the Harley Owners Group (HOG) as a way to build a stronger bond between 
H-D and its incredibly loyal customer base.  The bimonthly Hog Tales magazine starts life as a sin-
gle-sheet newsletter. 

If you haven't already, visit The Motor Company's website at www.harley-davidson.com and click on 
the "Owners" section.  "The Harley Owners Group is much more than just a motorcycle organiza-
tion.  It's one million people around the world united by a common passion: making the Harley-
Davidson dream a way of life." It is not about H-D motorcycles, it's about the people who ride H-D 
motorcycles. 

August 2008:  H-D sponsors their 105th Anniversary "Ride Home" to Milwaukee originating from 105 
destinations following 25 different routes.  It is the 25th anniversary of HOG.  On Wednesday the 
Club HOG 25 party filled up the entire parking lot of Miller Park.  The party held in Milwaukee, which 
is the home of several breweries, ran out of beer.  It was that big of a party.  Unbelievable! 

 

September 18th, 2009: "9-18-09" Anthem H-D HOG Chapter 2376 is officially chartered.  The next 
day, Saturday, an informal get together is held at the dealership to announce the new HOG chapter 
and introduce its appointed primary officers.  Interest was definitely there.  Meetings are scheduled 
for the third Saturday morning of each month.  Note: The initial board of directorsô primary officers 
were appointed by the dealer in order to apply for a chapter from HOG National.  Then annually, 
nominations are made at the October general chapter meeting and elections are held at the Novem-
ber general chapter meeting. 

October 17th, 2009: The first official HOG Chapter 2376 meeting is held.  At the meeting it is an-
nounced that we have 57 paid charter members. 

November 14th, 2009: At the awesome Anthem H-D 1st Anniversary Party the HOG chapter mem-
bership reaches 90! Even in today's economic situation we realize there is a need for the Anthem H-
D dealership and a group of people who want to share their love for H-D motorcycles.  How often 
have you heard the phrase ñYou are not just buying a motorcycle, you are buying a lifestyle?ò 

 

Bonnie and I were among the thousands to ride our Harleys to Milwaukee for the H-D 105th and 
HOG 25th anniversary parties.  It was truly a "ride home" for Bonnie because she grew up in Mil-
waukee.  For her there has only ever been one real motorcycle, a H-D, although the British bikes in 
the 60's and 70's were on the acceptable list.

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We are Founding Members of the H-D Museum.  We were at the Museum most of Sunday.  Our 
membership money has been well spent.  H-D had the foresight to keep at least one motorcycle 
from each year's production including the dubious Motorcycle No. 1.  Now they have an awesome 
place to publicly share their history with the world.  Saturday was the pinnacle event for us.  We had 
been selected to be one of 7500 motorcycles from around the world to ride in the parade through 
the streets of Milwaukee.  So many, many different people sharing the same love for the same 
brand of motorcycle.  The route was a little over four miles long and both sides of the street were 
continuously filled with spectators (i.e.; H-D fans!) cheering us.  I have no doubt that Anthem HOG 
2376 will be planning a ride to Milwaukee for Harley-Davidson's 110th Anniversary Ride Home in 
2013é...and  there will be stories for our chapter's history book. 

 So until next time...  Screw it, Let's Ride!
