Many of us open our packet, get out 

our pin and rocker, maybe swap out road maps, put our card in our wallets and go on rides with 

the local chapter.  However, there are many other benefits for us to take advantage of.  In 

this article I will try to simplify the òABCõs Of Touringó program.  First, let me say this one is 

best suited for those who do some traveling on their Harley and like to take pictures.  

  

What you need to do is take a picture of yourself with your bike, holding a copy of HOG maga-

zine in front of an official sign,  and earn points for each one that begins with a different let-

ter a -z.  

 

1pt for each city, village, town, etc. (max 26pts)  

1pt for each county, parish, or district (max 26pts)  

1pt for each state (max 50 pts)  

1pt foe each province/territory (max 13pts)  

1pt for each country  

1pt for one American and 1pt for a Canadian National Forrest each (2pts only)  

Prizes start after 26pts: pins, patches and other goodies up to $500 and a plaque for the 

overall winner.  

That is the short version.

All of the Phoenix metro dealers partici-

pated in this meeting and it was hosted by Ed Leclere from AZ Bike Week.  This meeting 

was held at the Billet Bar in South Scottsdale, mainly because ABC wanted to use the 

flamed booths as their backdrop.  ABC filmed the entire meeting and will air the pilot some-

time in May.   The idea is to have a ride supporting Make a Wish foundation on Sunday, 

April 18th, 2010.  Each dealership and their HOG chapters will compete against one another 

for the most registered riders.
