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Dangerous Curves Ahead
Hello Everyone,

This month | would like to talk about riding winding roads like Highway 89, Yarnell Hill or
the twisty into Prescott. When coming into a stretch of road with many curves, your lead
Road Captain will signal for single file formation. The normal rule is to maintain a two se-
cond allowance with the bike in front of you. Go ahead and stretch that out a bit! You will
be able to enjoy the ride more. Don’t push the rider in front of you; you're all going to get
there at the same time. Remember, this an Anthem chapter ride, not a race. NEVER ride
beyond your ability! If the bike in front of you is getting too far ahead, you will catch up
at some point.

Stay off of the center line. Besides the possibility of a head on collision with a car or bike
that crosses over the line on a curve, this is also where sand and gravel accumulate. A
lot of the time there is also sand and gravel to the right of the lane from cars that cut the
curve too tight. There is always the chance of anything from small rocks to boulders on
the road in canyons. Even when a route has been pre-ridden and was all clear the previ-
ous weekend, or even day before, something may have broken loose.

At this time of year when it is so hot, critters are more active during the morning and
evening. Besides snakes, rabbits, and coyotes, there are also deer, and elk in our local
hills and mountains. Always keep an eye out for movement in the brush along the road.
Don’t forget to pass back your hand signals.

If you ever have any questions about a ride or riding or a complaint about someone else
on the ride, please see one of your Road Captains. We want everyone to be comfortable
and enjoy the rides as much as we do. Remember...this is your Chapter. You make it
what it is. Have fun with it and enjoy!

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The Long and Beautiful Road

As some of you know | took a trip of a lifetime for a biker. A friend of
mine that lives in Ludington, Michigan invited me to go on a wonderful
road trip with him and his wife. | didn’t hesitate for one minute, well,
after | asked my wife if it was all right. My friend said he would take care
of all of the planning and get the reservations for the trip. He said “All
you have to do is ride up here to Michigan and we will leave from here.”

This is where it began. | needed to start my planning for my ride from
here to there and scheduled all of my own reservations for that part of
the trip. My first question was, was | willing to travel the 2,225 miles to
his house and the same on the return ride by myself? The answer was

“Yes!”. | spoke with my wife and she suggested that after | finished the
trip with my friend, to ride on to Pennsylvania to visit our grandchildren,
and she would fly out and meet us there. So that is what | did. There were many more miles and more wonderful country!

| started my route and ride planning on my trusty Zumo 665 GPS. After many sleepless nights | finished my route, then as
time got closer | had to make alternate routes because of weather (tornados in Kansas and fires in New Mexico and Colora-
do) and the planning went on and finished the morning | left. My routes were planned to get me to my destination not sight-
seeing, so they were arranged to be between 450 & 550 miles a day. This was being done to avoid weather and so | didn’t
have to ride at night. | didn’t want to ride at night because | was unfamiliar with the areas and wanted to avoid the threat of
roaming wildlife.

Five days later | pulled into the driveway of my destination and was happy to get there. First thing | did was change my oil
and wash the bike. There are some big bugs out there in the Midwest! The next day we were up at the crack of dawn and
ready to roll into some of the most beautiful country that | had ever seen. Dennis, my friend, said he had all the routes ready
and we had plenty of sites to see.
